The Intermediate rider camp is for riders who are 
comfortable at the walk and trot and are getting ready to 
canter. Each rider will be assigned a horse at the 
beginning of each day, or you can bring your own.  Focus 
will be on improving skills at the walk, trot and canter. 
Campers will tune up their horsemanship skills, learn to 
ride in a group outside, jump small obstacles, and play 
games. Space is limited to 6 campers per week.

Beginner Rider Camp 
June 21-24 July 19-22 and August 16-19, 9-3:00pm 

 
The Beginner rider camp is for the campers with little or no 
experience with horses. Riders will ride in two groups of 3.  
Campers will learn basic horsemanship skills, including 
grooming, bathing, tacking and un-tacking, parts of the 
horse, tack, and basic riding skills.  Space is limited to six 
campers per week.
